To obtain the authorization for containers to leave the terminal area, a number of logistics, commercial and customs
procedures are required.

Every actor has a role to play and the information is recorded in dematerialized entries in the Cargo Community System (CCS):

¢ Ahead of time before the arrival of the vessel, in accordance with the requirements
laid down by customs;

e At the time of unloading at HAROPA PORT terminals.

Where to carry out goods customs clearance?

¢ In the port area — at the maritime terminal or warehouse;
e At the inland river terminal;

e At the final logistics storage facility.

What customs procedures?

e Temporary storage — the goods must be assigned a customs regime:
- Within 90 days for storage in a temporary facility;
- Within 3-6 days for an approved temporary storage location;

e Transfer between temporary storage facilities — by maritime, river or rail.
